ETCA Sure Start Projesi, Ağustos 2000 tarihinden itibaren, Sure Start tarafından belirlenen ST.Peters ve Craig Park ( Edmonton), bölgelerindeki Türkçe konuşan hamile anne ile, 0–4 yaşları arası okul öncesi çocukların fiziksel, zihinsel ve sosyal yönden okula  başlayacakları zamana hazır hale getirmek için aileye destek verilmektir.

 Ocak 2002 yılından itibaren SURE START’ın 23 South Mall. 3. kat St. Gerorge’s Chambers, Edmonton Green’deki yeni yerinde ETCA Sure Start ailelerine her cuma saat 12-3 arası hizmet verilmektedir.Bu verilen hizmette; Sure Start çocuk merkezinde, kütüphane ile yapılan iş birliği içerisinde  çocuklara aileleri ile birlikte oldukları bir ortamda İngilizce hikaye anlatma,kitap okuma ve çocuk şarkıları öğretilmektedir.

Daha sonra çocuklar ailelerden ayrılarak kreş görevlileri tarafından eğitici oyunlar ile el kaslarını, renk ve sayı sayma yeteneklerini geliştirici oyunlar oynatılmaktadır. Aynı zamanda Sure Start Ofisinde ailelerle yapılan toplantıda çocukların eğitimi ve geleceğe yönelik çalışmalar hakkında bilgi verilmektedir.

Ailelerden gelen yardım isteklerine diğer Sure Start gurupları ve ETCA Bilgi ve Danışma bölümü ile iş birliği içerisinde gerekli yardım ve destekler verilmektedir.

Haftanın iki günü ETCA Sure Start ailelerinin bazıları  Sure Start Enfield College 'nin açtığı İngilizce sınıflarında  ders alırken çocuklara da kreş sağlanmaktadır.

Her üç ayda bir yapılacak faliyetler  ve geçen üç ayın yapılan ve yapılamayan faliyetleri Sure Start’a rapor olarak sunulmaktadır.Yeni katılan aileler ile birlikte görüşülen önceki ailelerin ve çocukların sayıları her ay rapor olarak Sure Start’a bildirilmektedir.Sure Start’ın ödemeleri yapılması için düzenli olarak her üç ayda bir harcamalarla ilgili bütçe hazırlanarak Sure Start’a sunulmaktadır.Sure Start bugüne kadar olan ödemeleri her üç ayda bir düzenli olarak ETCA’ya yapmaktadır.

Ayrıca Sure Start’a özel bir program sunularak bu projenin kabul edilmesi sağlanılmıştır. Bu proje ile bütçe dışında  şimdiye kadar 7682.00 sterlin alınarak araç gereç alımında ve çeşitli etkinliklerde kullanılmıştır.
Eğlenerek öğrenme en hızlı öğrenme yoludur. Bu nedenle iki ayrı yarım günde FUN HOUSE'dan sonra LEGOLAND WINDSOR'a yaptığımız gezi ile çocukları ve aileleri birgün boyunca çocukların aileleriyle birlikte eğlenmelerini ve eğlenirkende öğrenmelerini sağlamıştır.

LEGOLAND WINDSOR gezisine 86 kişi katılmıştır. Bu seneki KURBAN BAYRAM’ı kutlamasına  35 den fazla çocuk katılmıştır Bu kutlamada hikayeler anlatılmıştır palyoço ile çocuklar güzel bir bayram havası yaşamıştır.Ailelerinde katkılarıyla hazırlanan yemekler çocuklar ve ailelerle birlikte hep beraber bayram yemeği yenilmiştir ve bayram hediyeleri dağıtılmıştır.Haziran ayı içerisindeki planımız  ise çocukları aileleri ile birlikte  PARADISE WILDLIFE PARK’a götürmektir.
ETCA SURE START çalışmalarına Türk Ailelerin ilgisi ve katılımı çok yoğundur. Şimdiye kadar 50 ailenin çocukları projenin etkinliklerinden yararlanmıştır.Haftada onbeş saatlik bir çalışma ile her geçen gün artan katılıma hizmet vermekte oldukça zorlanmaktayım. Bugüne kadarki çalışmalarımı, her hafta yirmi beş otuz saat çalışarak gerçekleştirdim.

Çalışma saatlerinin çoğatılması ile ilgili Sure Start’a yaptığım girişimlerime ise henüz olumlu veya olumsuz bir yanıt verilmemiştir.  
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ETCA ‘SURE START’ PROJECT 
Bilingual Parental Outreach Project

The ETCA ‘Sure Start’ project started in August 2000 and is part of a central government programme. This project is focused on Turkish speaking families in the Edmonton wards of St.Peters and Craig Park. The aim is to give children between the ages of 0-4 a good start in life. To achieve this aim ETCA Sure Start works with other Sure Start partners such as Enfield Libraries, Enfield College, Enfield Education Pre-School Service, among many others.

In January 2002 the Sure Start Central Office moved to a new centre at 23 South Mall, Third Floor, St. George’s Chambers, Edmonton Green. Within this building Sure Start has provided space for a new Children’s Centre and a Centre for Families. Every Friday between 12.00-3.00 pm, families registered with ETCA Sure Start meet for activities such as story telling and nursery rhymes. These activities are organised jointly between ETCA Sure Start and Enfield Libraries. Afterwards the parents can leave the children in the care of crèche workers and meet together with the ETCA officer for discussion, information and the sharing of advice and support regarding family welfare and children’s upbringing.

Working with other Sure Start partners is proceeding well. Some of the families registered with ETCA Sure Start now attend English classes at Enfield College. Others are on the waiting list for these classes. A crèche is available while the parents learn English.

Monitoring is an important part of the programme: Every three months ETCA Sure Start must produce a ‘milestones’ report for the Sure Start Management Team in which ETCA Sure Start sets goals for the quarter to come and records how far previous goals have been met. Also every month ETCA Sure Start fills in a statistics sheet logging numbers of new families registered, different categories, total number of families registered, and other figures. Finally every three months a very important quarterly financial return has to be delivered to Enfield Education Finance Department. This is important because a successful return allows monies to be released into the ETCA Sure Start budget.

In January 2001 ETCA Sure Start bid for extra Sure Start funds. The bid was successful and it was given £7,682-00 to spend on computer equipment and family activities. Activities included two half days at The FUN HOUSE Soft Play Centre, Edmonton and a full day at LEGOLAND, WINDSOR. The bid monies also funded this year’s BAYRAM FESTIVAL  at the Children’s Centre, St. George’s Chambers. More than 35 children enjoyed the BAYRAM FESTIVAL which included storytelling, a clown and refreshments supplied by the parents. Every child received a Bayram present. The bid monies will also fund a planned visit to PARADISE WILDLIFE PARK, BROXBOURNE. The digital camera purchased with bid funds has been very useful in recording and publicising such events.

Since August 2000, ETCA Sure Start has supported 50 families. The total number of hours allotted to the ETCA Sure Start Parental Outreach Officer is only 15 hours per week. In reality the Outreach Officer is working between 25-30 hours a week in order to support clients.

A request has been put to the Sure Start Management Team that the ETCA Parental Outreach Officer be given more hours but as yet no response, either positive or negative, has been received. 
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ETCA Sure Start Report for April, May and June 2002

Background Information

The ETCA Sure Start Project started in August 2000 and is part of a central government programme. The project is focused on Turkish speaking families in the Edmonton wards of St. Peters and Craig Park. The aim is to give children between the years of 0-4 a good start in life . 
I plan my ETCA Sure Start activities on a three monthly basis. Every three months I am obliged to give the Sure Start Central Office my plan for the next three months together with a summary of the progress towards achieving the goals set in the previous plan.

April-June activities

In April I compiled and delivered to the Sure Start Central office my Quarterly Milestone Planning Sheets for the April-June quarter. These set my goals and targets for the coming quarter. (See Background information above)

In May I compiled for Enfield Education Finance Department an important financial return covering ETCA Sure Start's costs and expenditure. A succesful return allowed monies to be released into ETCA Sure Start's budget. These returns are delivered by me to the Finance department on a quarterly basis.

Every month I hand in to the Sure Start Central Office a statistics document logging numbers of new families registered with ETCA Sure Start, their different categories, total number registered and total number seen etc.

Every Friday between 12.00-3.00 pm I meet with ETCA Sure Start Families in the SureStart Central Office, Edmonton Green. On average about 25 families attend. Activities for the children include storytelling and nursery rhymes. I take an active part in these activities. Afterwards the parents can leave the children with creche workers and meet with me for discussions, information and support regarding family welfare and children's upbringing.

One of my current goals is to encourage ETCA Sure Start families to join and use libraries. Some of my Friday session time is given over to this important matter.

Every month in the foyer of the Sure Start Central Office I bring up to date an exhibit board advertising ETCA SureStart activities, outings etc. 
In May I visited Paradise Wildlife Park, Broxbourne in order to check its suitability for a ETCA Sure Start Family Outing. 
In May I took a group of families to the FunHouse Soft Play Centre in Edmonton Leisure centre. 
In May I also wrote a piece for the the SureStart Newsletter about ETCA Sure Start's very succesful Bayram celebration held in the Sure Start Centre in March.

Over the past quarter I have also been planning a leaflet advertising the dangers of passive smoking for children, together with the cartoonist Ufuk Uyanik. It is now nearing completion for use with ETCA Sure Start families during the Friday sessions.

Much of my time during this period has been spent attending to the needs of ETCA SureStart families:

visiting and contacting old and new ETCA Sure Start families and registering new families. At present there are 72 Families registered with ETCA Sure Start!
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
